In cooperation with the Centre of family and social therapy and training
we are preparing a project for working with our clients, based on a reci-
procal aid and cooperation with the biological parents, the primary
families of the children, who we do not wish to exclude. We are prepa-
ring a close cooperation with a psychologist from this Centre, who would
work with our families, i.e. established a guidance bureau for them.
We also give practical and professional advice in order to prepare the
applicants for adoption or forster care. Our goal is to prepare the appli-
cants for alternative family care, for their parental role and make them
more acquainted with all the problems of alternative family care. A very
strong experience is allways the authentic meeting with the children and
the tour of the infantse home conducted by a doctor of psychologist. We
are trying to avoid or solve many obstacles as well as moderate the
fears of the applicants, who are often afraid of failure.
Every year from sixty to eighty children go to new families. Nowadays
international adoptions contribute greatly to the realization of the alter-
native family care. We make it possible for these parents to spend some
days in our infantse home, in order to acquaint the child with the new
family, foreign language etc.
Because of a great interest we also organize meetings of parents and
children in alternative family care, very popular are Childrenes Day mee-
tings, Christmas meetings etc. We are trying to help the children and their
parents even outside our gates.

nfantes home should be a synonym for a safe shelter for all lonely and
Iabandoned children. It should be a place where they can find love

and understanding, a place, which is safe and peaceful. In June 1994
the employees of the Infantse and Childrenss Home in Prague-Kr estab-
lished a foundation D tsky Usm v (Childrenes smile) to help the children,
who live here as well as their parents.

We hope, that we will have enough strength for all our activities.

We are doing it for our children and their happy smiles.
